For
instance, these advanced technologies could allow two women to create a child without any
male genetic contribution or six parents to all contribute genetically to the creation of a child.
In addition to implicating complex ethical and social considerations, ARTs raise questions
about the legal status of various participants in the creation and subsequent care of a child. In
addressing these questions, scholars and the courts have viewed legal parenthood in the
context of ARTs in terms of five paradigms—genetics, intent, gestation, the marital
presumption, and functionalism.

Conclusion: In some societies where religion and religious beliefs have less importance than

demands of human beings, advanced assisted reproductive technology has changed the
concept of parent, therefore law that has effect on the creation of such a situation should form
new civil rules to define and maintain the rights of beneficiaries.
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
